The
name for the Partnership, La-kwa sa muqw Forestry (pronounced la-KWAH-sa-
mook) means ‘the wood of four’ in the Kwakwala language. The operations of the
Partnership cover approximately 157,000 hectares of forest land in the traditional
territories of the Nations near the communities of Campbell River and Sayward on
eastern Vancouver Island. The Partnership manages an allowable annual cut of
904,540 cubic metres of timber and includes a long-term fibre agreement to
support Western’s British Columbia coastal manufacturing operations.
